Ohio livestock care board standards

dvm

Columbus, Ohio - Two veterinarizans were named to the new 13-member
lwestock care board approved by Ohio voters in Movember 2009 and clearly defined
by state legislators just last week.

The Ohio Livestock Care Standards Board was approved by Ohio voters to address
animzl welfare standards for the state in Movember 2009 with 64 percent in favar.
The governar was charged with naming 10 of the 13 board members, with the
spezkers of the house and senate president choosing two others. Ohio
Department of Agriculture Robert Boggs will serve as the 13th board member. The
state legislature also was to set out rules and legislztion far the implementation of
the board.

House Bill 414 was introduced in the Ohio House of Representatives to govern the
board Jan. 19 and was passed and sent to the governor for approval March 29.
Gov. Ted Strickland signed the bil March 31 and announced his board
appointments April 6.

The ten members appointed by the governor are:
